McCann distinguished himself by
chaining his dog, Coca, outside on the coldest day of the winter —to give birth to 15 puppies. NJ
Aid for Animals leadership resulted in our having to BUY the puppies to get them out of the
freezing cold and agreeing to return Coca to McCann after the puppies weaned. We did, but

never imprison her again. Tragically, ten of the puppies died of hypothermia, but
the remaining five are loved in wonderful homes. NJ Aid for Animals will follow-
up with authorities to ascertain that McCann has fulfilled his community service
hours.

1 DOG-FIGHTING CRIMINAL, KHALIL SPIKES, was convicted after pleading guilty to a
3rd degree crime of "Fighting or baiting animals....keep a place to be used for purpose of
fighting or baiting a living creature; permit or suffer a place owned by him; for amusement or
gain; cause or permit fighting or baiting a living animal, knowingly own, train, possess a
living animal for fighting”. NJ Aid for Animals saved three of the dogs and aggressively

and sentencing to make full restitution and with a plea bargain of 5 years probation. We had
earlier declined having Spikes serve 3-5 years without restitution. He has a long criminal

2) SPAY-NEUTER SERVICES CONTINUE TO SAVE LIVES!

1 We overcome one of the most crucial obstacles low-income families face -
TRANSPORTATION - by going directly to Camden City and bringing the services to the
people. Through the three free shot clinics under our Pet Enrichment Program (PEP) we held
in Camden this year approximately 100 individuals signed up to have their dog or cat spayed
or neutered. NJ Aid for Animals travelled to Camden to pick up many of these animals
because the owners had no transportation. We are the only ALL-VOLUNTEER organization
bringing services to the residents in this way.

3) INNOVATIVE HUMANE EDUCATION PROGR AMS INVOLVE YOUTH . We are
reaching the next generation through education and public awareness. We are also teaching the
community-at-large HOW to report animal abuse and follow-through to prosecution.
